Attendees participated in activities that
included handling classes for both adults and children, grooming tips and
demonstrations, presentations about dog show procedures, dog show entry
assistance, equipment advice from an all-purpose dog show vendor, AKC Canine
Good Citizen (CGC) evaluations, companion events (obedience, agility and rally)
demonstrations and run-throughs, a PEC education booth with assorted AKC
materials and a licensed dog show superintendent with information concerning
dog shows in the area.

This year the AKC Canine Experience and Match will be held on Saturday,
June 13th at Washington County Fairgrounds. The June WVESSA meeting
will be held at noon at the fairgrounds also.
